rebuilding some E-One pumps. I believe we can learn to perform this activity internally with some initial
guidance. As such we would like to try and rebuild a few pumps with the assistance of an experienced
individual. This person formerly worked for the Village DPW and is now a full-time mechanic.

It is my recommendation to authorize the Municipal Services Director to enter a contract with John Calhoun
II., to provide sewer grinder pump rebuilding professional services at a rate of $80/hr. as needed.

The Official Zoning Map of the 2019 Columbia Charter Township Zoning Ordinance is amended
by the reclassification of the following described property in the southwest quarter of Section 30,
from the AG Agricultural District to the C-2 General Commercial District:

Commercial Use {as indicated on the Land Use Plan Map):

A large area has been reserved for commercial activity south of the Village of Brooklyn in the vicinity of M-50 as
well as Michigan International Speedway. Extension of commercial activity to the south of the Village is a logical
expansion of an existing retail area along M-50, particularly south of M-124. With extensive commercial
establishments available in the Village of Brooklyn, additional land reserved for retail development in Columbia
Township should be sufficient to meet the needs of the community for many years. The C-1, Local Commercial, C-

§17.3 (B)(2) Planning Commission Action

Planning Commission Review / Recommendation: In reviewing any amendment petition, the Planning Commission
shall identify and evaluate all factors relevant to the application.
a. If the petition involves an amendment to the official zoning map, matters to be considered by the Planning

Commission shall include, but need not be limited to, the following:

1) What, if any, identifiable conditions related to the petition have changed which justify the proposed
zoning district change?
¥ Staff Analysis: The property had previously been used for a commercial purpose (previously JR’s

Hometown Grill & Pub). When a change in ownership occurred in 2015, the property was
mistaken to already had been zoned as C-2, however the Zoning district for the parcel had never
been legally changed from AG to C-2.

2) What is the impact of the zoning district change on the ability of the Township and other
governmental agencies to provide adequate public services and facilities, and/or programs that might
reasonably be required in the future if the proposed zoning district change is adopted?
< Staff Analysis: There is minimal effect on public services and facilities with the proposed change.

3} Will the petitioned district change adversely affect the value of the surrounding property?
< Staff Analysis: The proposed change is consistent with the Master Plan and the surrounding

properties zoning districts. The property has had a commercial use established and the intended
use will be commercial. This proposed change shall not affect the value of the surrounding
property.

4} Is the site’s environmental features compatible with the host of uses permitted in the proposed
district, and will development under the petitioned district change be likely to adversely affect
environmental conditions?
> Staff Analysis: The property does not have any extraordinary environmental features, however,

has been developed and used as a commercial development for several years. The impact on the
surrounding environment should not be adversely affected by this zoning change. Most of the
permitted and special land uses likely have little effect on the surrounding environment.

5) Can the subject parcel comply with all requirements of the proposed zoning clossification?
<+ Staff Analysis: The lot size and lot width meet the minimum requirements for the proposed (C-2}

zoning classification. The existing building on the property is compliant with all required setbacks.

6) Is the subject property able to be put to reasonable economic use in the zoning district in which it is
presently located?

% Staff Analysis: Yes, the uses permitted by right and the special land uses are all listed above in this
report. if the zoning classification is amended to General Commercial, that could allow most of
the mentioned uses, as long as the use meets all other standards of the Zoning Ordinance.

7} Is the petitioned district change consistent with the zoning classification of surrounding land?
<  Staff Analysis: The parcels immediately to the north are currently zoned and used as General

Commercial (C-2). East of the subject property is zoned as Agricultural {AG), however is vacant.
The property to the south of the subject property is used as a contractor’s yard and zoned
currently as Agricultural (AG). The property west of the subject property, and located across
Brooklyn Road from the site is currently zoned Residential Suburban (RS} and is vacant agricultural
land. The change would be consistent with surrounding uses, and would bring the property
further into compliance with the Zoning Ordinance for Columbia Charter Township.

8) Does the petitioned district change generally comply with the Master Plan?
¢+ Staff Analysis: Parcels which are located along the Brooklyn Road (M-50) corridor, which are

situated south of the Village of Brooklyn are indicated on the future land use plan map as

Commercial Use on the east side of Brooklyn Road. Within the Township Master Plan, Commercial

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Use is described above within this report. The Master Plan describes that the C-2 ZO@C@
could be allowed in the commercial use development area.
9) What are the precedents and the possible effects of such precedent which might result from the
approval or denial of the petition?
%+ Staff Analysis: If approved, it could set precedent that any existing or previously existing use of a
property could amend the zoning map. If denied, then the property may continue to be a vacant
commercial building within the Agricultural Zoning District, where it may be more difficult to use

the property for a compliant agricultural use.

Recommendation

Staff recommends the Planning Commission discuss all necessary items under review for the Zoning Map
Amendment within Article 17.

Staff recommends approval of the proposed Zoning Map Amendment to rezone 11551 Brooklyn Road (Parcel
ID: 000-20-30-301-002-08) from Agricuitural (AG) to General Commercial (C-2), however the request shall be
fully reviewed by the Planning Commission, by determining whether this Zoning Map Amendment meets the
standards of the Zoning Ordinance.

Suggested condition of approval:
e The above decision to rezone the property does not guarantee approval of any site plan or special land
use for the property. The owner of the property would still be required to submit a complete
application for site plan review (See ZO Article 14) for permitted uses, or site plan review for special

land use approval (See ZO Article 15).

The ultimate goal
of the Master plan is 1o serve us o vision of what the community could look like if the policies
statecl in the Plan are implemented. To make this vision become o realily, zoning decisions

should be consisient with the Plon.

The Columbia Township Master plan is o flexible document that has been designed
and intended to change as the community changes. It should be periodically updated as
development activity causes the landscape to change. If the document was inflexible, it
would not be possible io interoret unique circumsiances thai occur with some rezoning cases.
There will likely be instances when it will be necessary fo deviate from the Plan. When it is
necessary to deviate from the Plan, it should be done with consideration for the effect an not
only the adjacent propery owners, but also tha impact on the entire community.
