RE: Update from the Finance Director

Our auditor, Nancy Barton, will be attending our June meeting, to present our Fiscal Year 2024
Financial Statements to the Board. As a reminder, our financial statements and F-65 are due to
the State of Michigan six months following the end of our fiscal year. This will still be plenty of
time to get the documents submitted by the deadline.

Prior to the deadline of April 30%, I submitted our final ARPA report to the federal government.
Although I had indicated in previous reports that all ARPA funds had been spent, I still had to file
a final report this year. This should be the last report I have to submit, as the deadline to obligate
any remaining funds was December 31, 2024.

My 2™ favorite time of the year is quickly approaching — preparing our annual budget! The budget
process for Fiscal Year 2026 will begin in the coming weeks. I anticipate sending budget reports
to department heads before May is over, with the intention of having meetings with each
department head the first week in June. Once the preliminary planning has been done, we
anticipate having a copy of the budget to the Board before our regular meeting in July.

I have included a copy of the Resolution to Set Sewer Rates for the Sewer System in Columbia
Charter Township as an action item at our regular meeting this month. We received notification
earlier in the month from Leoni Township, that our treatment rate will be increasing by $1.45 per
month per REU, effective July 1, 2025. That will bring our treatment rate to $35.00 per REU per
month. Please note — there is no increase to our customers here in Columbia. We are simply
reallocating funds where they are necessary to meet the ongoing operation and maintenance
requirements for the sewer system. I have included a copy of the letter from Leoni Township with

my report, for your review.

Also included as an action item this evening is a contract from the Jackson County Department of
Transportation for the road paving projects at Lake Columbia and Vineyard Lake. These projects

include:

e Holiday Shores #2
¢ Royal & Blakely Shores
e Grand Pointe Shores

e Paula Drive
e Vineyard Lake SAD #1 — North Dr. area.

All special assessment rolls for these projects were confirmed at our regular April meeting and this
is a bit of a formality to approve the contracts for the specific dollar amounts the County quoted
us on each project. We can discuss the contract more in-depth during that portion of the meeting.

A few other items to note this month include:

* [have included information from our municipal finance advisor, Andy Campbell, on the
bond sale options for our road projects with my report. This is a compliance disclosure
and provides information on the upcoming bond sale process.

* Included as an action item, is a resolution to amend a parcel in the Grand Point SAD. The
parcel was inadvertently included as an improved parcel and should be an unimproved
parcel.

* Also included as an action item this evening, is a revised “Columbia Charter Township
Pay Schedule FY 2025”. Since adding a couple of new positions last month, it is
necessary to update the pay chart to reflect the new hires and their responsibilities, as well

as pay ranges for the positions.

WHEREAS the costs of operating and maintaining sewer service have continued to rise, it
is hereby RESOLVED by the Leoni Township Board of Trustees:

L. The Leoni Township Board of Trustees finds that, should rates remain where they
are at present, both for residential and commercial customers of the system,
the sewer system will continue to experience a decrease in sewer funding.

2. It is necessary to raise the rates for the provision of sewer service, across the board,
to ensure the provision of safe and adequate service, including operating,
maintenance, and capital expenses.

3. The Board of Trustees institutes and ordains the following rate increases on all
residential and commercial customers, inside Leoni Township, of the sewer system

for all line items of service:

a. Beginning June 1, 2025; a 4.3% increase per REU per month for treatment
services.

b. Beginning June 1, 2025; a 3.8% increase per REU per month for collection
services.

4. The Board of Trustees institutes and ordains the following rate increases on
governmental entity customers of the sewer system for all line items of service:

a. Beginning July 1, 2025: a 4.3% increase per REU per month for treatment
services. '

As part of our duties, advising on the best possible bond sale alternative that will bring the
client the best overall cost of borrowing is imperative. Below is a discussion about the
possible bond sale options. This information is for discussion purposes only.

Competitive Sale

A competitive sale method allows all potential open market bond purchasers to submita bid
onthe bonds. This method cantargetboth banks and brokers. A competitive salecanrequire
an official statement, whichthe firm helps the client complete, and a bond rating ifthe bond
issue is over $1 million. An official statement and rating are not required but may be
recommended by the firm to ensure a better overall financial result, if the issueis less than
$1 million. The bonds are marketed nationwide up to the bond sale date. On the bond sale
date, potential bond purchasers submit bids, and the bonds are awarded to the purchaser
who provides the lowest True Interest Cost (“TIC”) (State Law requirement).

Strengths:

- All potentialbond purchasers can bid on the bonds
- Client receives lowest interest rates for that date by receiving multiple bids.

Weaknesses:

- Lower bond sale timing flexibility. Bids are only evaluated on the bond sale date.
- Higher bond costs of issuance - official statement printing and distribution fees, bond
rating fees and broker reselling fees might resultin a higher overall cost of borrowing

Negotiated Sale

A negotiated saleis like a competitive sale, but the client selects the underwriter(s) or bond
purchaser(s) and negotiates the interest rates with that/those purchaser(s) only. The bond
sale date is flexible and can be adjusted as market conditions allow. Thismethod of sale is
typically reserved for “story bonds,” which are bonds that the credit or circumstances around

the borrowing or repayment need explaining.
Strengths:

- Marketing access flexibility due to being able to negotiate interest rates ahead of the
potential bond pricing, and moving the pricing date, if needed.

- Allows for greater financial planning and bond structuring due to being able to receive
estimated interest rates ahead of the bond pricing.

Weaknesses:

- No competition between potential bond purchasers as the bond purchaser is selected
ahead of the bond pricing.

Request for Proposals (“RFP”)

This is a method of sale where the client, with the firm’'s help, prepares a bond RFP to be
distributed to banks, but not typically underwriting firms. An official statement is not
prepared, and a bond rating is not obtained. The client receives multiple bids on the bond
sale date, similar to a competitive sale process. The potential bond purchaser with the
lowest cost of borrowing bid is selected as the winner.

Strengths:

- Bond sale process is shorter. ,
- Lower bond issuance costs. Bond rating, official statement printing and broker reselling

fees are notrequired.
- Competitive process due to accepting multiple bids.

Weaknesses:

- Not effective for long-term financing. Typically, a bond term of 15 years or less is required

to receive multiple bids.
- Brokers are not able to bid on these bonds, as the reselling of bonds to end buyers is

restricted.

Placement

A placementis like a RFP, but the client selects the bankto purchasein lieu of a competitive
process and negotiates the interest rates with that purchaser only. No official statement is
prepared, and a bond rating is not obtained. This process will typically involve an
underwriting firm acting as a placement agent.

Strengths:

- Bond sale process is shorter.

BOND SECURITY OPTIONS & DISCUSSION

Amunicipalitythat desires to finance a project mustdo so according to State law. Afinancing
or “obligation” is narrowly defined as bonds or notes. Hence, financings primarily take the
form of bond issues with the exception of installmentpurchase agreements. The followingis
a listing of commonly used bond issue formats. This is intended as an introduction to and
workable outline for bond financing in Michigan. Based on experience and expertise,
Bendzinski & Co. guidance in selecting the bond format.

Unlimited Tax General Obligation (UTGO)

UTGO Bonds are voted issues and are considered by the market to be the most secure and
most preferred form of financing. Avoted issuecan be for a wide variety of public purposes.
Because it is the most secure option, a UTGO Bond will typically produce the lowest net
interest rate of any open market bond option. The ballot language may limit the application
to one bond issue ora “series” of bond issues for the completion of a project and is capped
by a dollar amount. The ballot language must include an estimation of the simple average
millage rate over the life of the issue and the estimated millage rate for the first-year levy.

Limited Tax General Obligation (LTGO)

There are several choices that allowforan LTGO pledge. The pledge would be a first budget
obligation of the general fund but is only allowed to the charter or statutory millage limit.
Often a referendum period is required forthe pledge. The following are possible LTGO bonds:

Act 34 of 2001, “Capital Improvement Bonds”: This allows a county, city, village or
townshipto issue bonds for a wide variety of public purposes including municipal facilities.

A 45-day referendum period is required. The aggregate amount of Capital Improvement
Bonds may not exceed 5% of SEV.

Act 31 0f 1948, “Building Authority Bonds”: Previous to Act 34 0f 2001, a county, city, village
or township was not able to directly issuelimited tax bonds for most projects. Under Act 31
of 1948 a building authority may be formed that canissuethe bonds with alimited tax pledge
of the community without a vote. The building authority has always seemed like an
unnecessary step in the process, which has been remedied with Capital Improvement
Bonds authorized by Act 34 of 2001. The Building Authority Act, which is still an option,
authorizes the construction of specific types of facilities including most public purpose
municipal buildings. It even allows for revenue bonds, which might be useful for such
projects as parking structures. Building Authority Bonds count toward the general 10% of
SEV debt limit, which is an advantage over the 5% limit for Act 34 Capital Improvement
Bonds. Other “Authority” options are available such as for fire department facilities.

Act 233 of 1955, “Utility Authority Conduit Bonds”: This method involves forming a water
or sewer utility authority by two or more local units. The purpose of an Authority is to
accomplish financings and/or have operational control. The powers of the Authority can be
limited or broad. Many are designed to only have the power to issue bonds on behalf of the
members. A primary advantage of the Act 233 Authority is that bonds can be issued as
revenue bonds or limited tax general obligation bonds.

Act 185 of 1957 or 342 of 1939, “County Conduit Bonds”: This method offers a conduit for
issuing bonds for one or more local units in financing water and sewer projects. The local
unit pledges their limited tax full faith and credit to the repayment of the bonds in the
contract. The County, in turn, typically pledges its limited tax full faith and credit to the
issuanceof County bonds. One advantage is that the County may have a bond ratingand be
more readily acceptable to potential purchasers than that of the local unit.

Various Acts “Special Assessment” (SA) and * . . Portion Bonds”: A Special Assessment
roll of benefited properties may be established as a method of supporting a bond issue. This
can be used in conjunction with other forms of financing. This is most appropriate for
infrastructure benefiting specific properties. A city, village or township portion bond may be
issued in conjunction with a SA bondthat is supported in some other fashion, e.g. rates and
charges for water and sewer, or general fund forroads.

Various enabling Acts including Act 197 of 1975, Act 450 of 1980 Act 281 of 1986 “Tax
Increment Bonds”: There are various bond options that rely on tax increment revenue
capture. It must be demonstrated, however, that the improvement serves the defined area.

Act 99 of 1933, “Installment Purchase Agreement”: Utilized by cities, villages, and
townships, (counties have a separate authorization) this format has a fifteen-year duration
andthe total of alloutstandingIPAs is capped at 1.25% of Taxable Value. Typically, the IPA is
used forequipment purchase but may have certain limited application forinfrastructure and
building projects. Themarket foran|PA is typically only banks thatwill treat the IPA asabank

investment.

Revenue Bond Obligation

This type of bond issueis supported and secured solely by the revenues of the system. The
issuer does pass an ordinance that covenants that rates will be maintained sufficient to
cover debt service. Thistype ofbond issueis mostcommon for water and sewer projects but
is used on a limited basis when it comes to building projects, e.g. parking structures and
marinas. Of the bond options outlined, this type of bond typically produces the highest
interest rate in the open market,

Act 94 of 1933, “Revenue Bond”: A Bond Ordinance, much like a Bond Resolution, is used
to authorize the issuance of Revenue Bonds. A 45-dayright of referendum period is required.
If 25% of the project is grantfunded, or if placed with the Municipal Bond Authority (including

SRF, DWRF, and SWQIF) a LTGO pledge can additionally secure the bonds.

Our new utility supervisor is now on board, and it is already apparent he will be a tremendous asset to us as we

move forward. Installed the odor control test unit at Vicary Road for two weeks after removing it from Jefferson
Road and found the agitation was helpful in reducing the muffin top but not the odors. Reinstalled the existing
odor control units at both locations and implemented an odor control protocol to inspect and service the lift
stations on a regular basis. So far, there appears to be noticeable improvement at both sites, particularly
Jefferson Road. We had training on our new work order and GPS system. Heather and Mike met with MK/JK to
discuss the contract. We shared that our intent is to terminate the contract and take over the maintenance and
operation of the sewer system. We expressed our satisfaction with their performance, but they understood our
position and did indicate the rate would go up if we renewed the contract for another term. With the board’s
approval, we would like to send notice to MK in accordance with the contract that we are terminating at the
end of the term (December 1, 2025). We did discuss the possibility of extending that date through the end of
the year (December 31, 2025), and if there are no objections, we will include that in our notice as an
amendment.

RE: EGLE Rule Set 2024-52 EQ: Sewerage Systems Part 41 Administrative Rules

Attached please find information regarding proposed rule changes to EGLE’s Part 41 Administrative Rules.
These rules guide the regulation and enforcement of Sewerage Systems in Michigan. The proposed rule set
(2024-52 EQ) will amend the current administrative rules to require facility classification and operator
certification for collection systems and retention treatment basins (RTB). Currently, wastewater collection
systems that discharge to a wastewater treatment facility are operated by individuals that are not certified with a
system-specific certification. EGLE is addressing longstanding operation and maintenance issues with
collection systems such as breakdowns, blockages, capacity issues, infiltration and inflow, and structural
integrity issues. The additional oversight, operation, and maintenance requirements for the collection systems
will provide more protection for public health and the environment and assist the receiving wastewater
treatment plants to better manage their systems to meet permit requirements.

This change would require communities to have an operator that has completed the certification process. Our

system would be classified as a C-3 requiring the following:
Class C3. To be eligible to write the examination for a class C3 certificate, the applicant shall comply with

all the following requirements:
(i) Have completed high school or its equivalent.
(ii) Possess a class C4 certificate.
(iii) Have 2 years of acceptable operational experience in a class C4 or higher collection system.
Class C4. To be eligible to write the examination for a class C4 certificate, the applicant shall comply with

both of the following requirements:
(i) Have completed high school or its equivalent.
(ii) Have 6 months of acceptable operational experience in a class C4 or higher collection system

In addition, to renew a C3 or C4 certificate, the certified operator shall have completed, during the
renewal cycle, not less than 10 hours of board-approved continuing education training.

I have placed this on the discussion agenda for the purpose of getting feedback as to whether we should weigh
in on this proposed change. I look forward to hearing your thoughts.

(d) Class D, treatment facilities serving or designed to serve a population of less than
2,000 persons.

(3) Treatment facilities utilizing the waste stabilization lagoon process shall be
classified by the department into ere 1 of the 2 following classes, designated as class L2
and L1:

{a) Class L2, treatment facilities utilizing the waste stabilization lagoon process that
whieh-include special mechanical devices such as aerators, chemical precipitation,
disinfection, or other factors. Class L2 must shall-be considered a higher classification
than class L.1.

(b) Class L1, treatment facilities utilizing the waste stabilization lagoon process that
whieh-do not include special mechanical devices such as aerators, chemical precipitation,
disinfection, or other factors.

(4) Treatment facilities that require minimal operation and control, and serve a
population of less than 1,000 persons may be classified by the department as a special
classification, designated as class SC. Sueh-These treatment facilities include, but are not
limited to, septic tank and tile field systems, and recirculating sand filters.

(8) Class RTB, treatment facilities that treat discharge from facilities serving a
combined sewer system utilizing technologies that typically screen, settle, disinfect,
usually store, and potentially dechlorinate, or other approved facilities.

(6) Sewer systems that convey wastewater to a treatment facility must be classified
by the department into 1 of the 4 following classes, designated as class C1, C2, C3,
or C4, with class C1 being the highest:

(a) Class C1, sewer systems with 25,000 or more connections, or a system with
additional treatment component or components, such as chemical addition,
equalization, solids removal, or other components.

(b) Class C2, sewer systems with 5,000 or more but less than 25,000 connections
with all flow transported through a combination of gravity sewers, gravity sewers
and pump stations with force mains, or low-pressure sewer systems.
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(c) Class C3, sewer systems with 1,000 or more but less than 5,000 connections
with all flow transported through a combination of gravity sewers, gravity sewers
and pump stations with force mains, or low-pressure sewer systems,

(d) Class C4, sewer systems with 50 or more but less than 1,000 connections unless
otherwise required by the department with all flow transported through a
combination of gravity sewers or gravity sewers and pump stations with force
mains.

PART 3. SEWERAGE SYSTEM PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS

R 299.2931 Definitions.

Rule 31. As used in this part:

(a) "Alteration” means the construction of asy-a modification or addition to an existing
sewerage system wiieh-that changes the process or system capacity.
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(b) "Construction" means erection or installation of sewer systems or treatment
facilities, including equipment and appurtenances, in accordance with approved plans and
specifications.

(c) "Permit" means a construction permit issued by the director of the department for a
sewer system or treatment facility pursuant to section 6 of the act and these rules.

R 299.2933 Submittal of plans and specifications.

Rule 33. (1) Before the construction or alteration of a sewerage system or portions
thereof, plans and specifications must shall be submitted to the department for review
and issuance of a construction permit.

(2) The plans and specifications must shal be submitted by the owner of the sewer
system or treatment facility or by the owner’s his designated agent. Whes-If a person
files plans and specifications as an agent of an owner, the owner shall furnish the agent
with a letter of authorization for filing the plans and specifications. The letter must shal
identify the plans or project and be submitted with the plans and specifications.

(3) Plans and specifications submitted to the department pursuant to subrule (1) of this
rule are shalt-not be considered adequate unless prepared by a professional engineer
registered in this the state, and the plans and specifications must shel-be properly sealed
by the engineer as required by law.

R 299.2935 Engineering reports; basis of design; minimum requirements.

Rule 35. (1) Before submission of plans and specifications, an engineering report or
basis of design, or both, must shall-be submitted to the department for review and
approval.

(2) An engineering report is shall-be required for all proposed projects dealing with
construction of treatment facilities and major sewer systems. The engineer, when
preparing the report, shall consider the material set forth under seetiont-the
engineering report section; of the recommended standards for sewage-works-wastewater
facilities, which can be found at
htps://www.health.state. mn.us/communities/environment/water/docs/tenstates/tenst
atestan2014.pdf, wherever applicable, to the facility for which the report is being
prepared.

(3) A basis of design must shal-be required for all proposed projects and may be
included in the engineering report. Basis of design forms for treatment facilities and
pump stations are available from the division office. The basis of design for sewer
systems must shatl-include, depending on applicability to the sewer system for which the
basis of design is being prepared, but are not necessarily be limited to, the following:

(a) A general map of the service area showing the location of the existing and proposed
sewer system.

(b) The service area in acres.

(c) The present and future population densities per acre and total population.

(d) The present and future per capita sewage contribution,; average and maximum.

(e) A description of commercial and industrial waste contributions.

(£) The present and design flow rates, average and maximum.

(8) The size of pipe, grade, and, where-if appropriate, the size of pump station, number
and capacity of pumps, size and length of force main, and point of discharge.
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(h) An analysis of the effect of the proposed additional flows on the existing sewerage
system.

(i) A detailed explanation of steps to be taken if there is a in-case-of power failure or
equipment breakdown, including a description of special reserve units available for
emergency treatment, storage, or transportation of the wastewater.

(4) If the construction or alteration proposed is for a privately owned sewer or
sewerage system, or portion thereof, serving the public, the permit application must
require proof of the completion of the following, before the department issues a
construction permit:

(a) Proof of recordation of a notification of responsibility form acceptable to the
department across each parcel served by the sewer or sewerage system,

(b) A resolution and agreement of its governing body by the city, village, or
township where the proposed sewer or sewerage system is to be located accepting or
not accepting operational responsibility of the sewer or sewerage system should the
private owner fail to properly operate or maintain the sewer or sewerage system. If
the city, village, or township refuses to accept operational responsibility, the owner
of the privately owned, publicly used sewerage shall comply with subrules (4)(c) and
(4)(d) of this rule,

(c) An asset management plan on a form acceptable to the department. The asset
management plan must provide for the continued operation, maintenance, and
funding of the repairs and replacements of the sewer or sewerage system in
accordance with the requirements of the act and these rules. The owner of the
constructed sewer or sewerage system shall comply with the department-approved
asset management plan and update it periodically, as necessary,

(d) An escrow account or letter of credit, payable to the department that is the
greater of either $20,000.00 or 20% of the total replacement cost of the whole
privately owned, publicly used sewer or sewerage system, but not more than
$100,000.00. The department may withdraw money from the escrow account or
letter of credit to correct deficiencies if the sewer or sewerage system is not operated
or maintained as necessary to protect the public health and the environment. If it is
necessary for the department to withdraw money from the escrow account or letter
of credit, the money must be replaced within 90 days by the developer, private
owner, or organization then responsible for the sewer or sewerage system.

(e) The department may reduce or eliminate the need for an escrow account or
letter of credit established under this rule after 10 years of operation and
maintenance considered satisfactory by the department.

(f) Before the transfer of ownership of a privately owned, publicly used sewer or
sewerage system, a private purchaser shall comply with this subrule.

R 299.2936 Plans and specifications; minimum requirements.

Rule 36. Information contained within the plans and specifications submitted to the
department for review and approval pursuant to R 299.2933 must shall-include, but is not
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necessarily-be limited to, the mates enrde i ion
speeifieationss-engineering plans and specnf ications sectlon of the recommended

standards for sewage-works-wastewater facilities.

R 299.2938 Plans and specifications; review by department.

Rule 38. (1) YUpen receipt-of- The department shall review plans and specifications for
the construction or alteration of a sewerage system or portion thereofi-the-department
shall-review-them as soon as practicable on receipt to determine if the plans and
specifications meet their-completeness with-regard-te-the minimum requirements
specified in R 299.2936 and-&hmeeeptab&k&wth—mgard—te accepted design standards

for wastewater facilities in this state. In making its review, the department shall consider
design criteria as set forth in recommended standards for sewage-werks wastewater
facilities and shall-be assured that the sewerage system or portion thereof is se designed
se-as-to protect the public health and prevent unlawful pollution.

(2) If the department determines that plans and specifications are incomplete or are
inadequate, i the department shall notify the owner or the owner’s his authorized agent
of the proposed sewerage system or portion thereof; and may request the resubmittal
thereof with appropriate corrections or additions. The director shall not grant an approval
of plans and specifications until they are complete and are judged to be adequate by the
department.

Rule 43. Wherever-possible-Bbypassing of untreated wastewater or reduction in
treatment effectiveness must shall-be adequately addressed aveided-during the
construction of sewer system or treatment facility alterations. Prior-to Before
commencing construction of the alterations, a program for completing the work in a
manner that whieh-will minimize pollutional effects on the receiving water must shatl-be
submitted to the department for review and approval.

PART 4. OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF SEWERAGE SYSTEMS

R 299.2952 Operator in charge.

Rule 52. (1) An owner of a treatment facility shall designate a superintendent, who
shall-be is a properly certified operator, to be in responsible charge of the day-to-day
operation and maintenance of each treatment facility, and shall-notify the division in
writing of the designation, including the superintendent’s address and telephone number
thereef. The superintendent shall hold a certificate equivalent to or higher than the
classification of the treatment facility. The owner of the treatment facility may replace the
superintendent with another properly certified operator-at-any-time, and shall notify the
department in writing within 10 days after the replacement.

(2) During construction of a new treatment facility and before placing the facility in
operation, the owner shall employ a properly certified operator who is shall-be in charge
when the facility is completed and placed in operation. This individual shali become fully
familiar with all facilities and equipment; and shall-train selected subordinate employees
as appropriate both before and following facility start-up.

Rule 53. The superintendent of a treatment facility shall file with the department each
month or at suek other intervals as the department may designate, on forms prescribed by
the department, operating reports showing the effectiveness of the treatment facility
operation and the quantity and quality of liquid wastes discharged into the waters of the
this state. When-If the superintendent is not available to file the report, the owner of the
treatment facility may appoint a substitute acceptable to the department to file the report.

R 299.2955 Sewerage system operation and maintenance; general requirements,

Rule 55. (1) Sewerage systems must shetl-be operated and maintained at all times as
efficiently as possible and in a manner that whieh-will minimize upsets and discharges of
excessive pollutants.

(2) The owner of the sewerage system shall provide an adequate operating staff that
whieh-is qualified to carry out the operation, maintenance, and laboratory testing
functions required to ensure compliance with the conditions of subrule (1) of this rule.

(3) Wherever possible, maintenance of sewerage systems must shall-not result in
degradation of effluent quality. If degradation of effluent is unavoidable, maintenance
must shal-be programmed and scheduled during noncritical water quality periods and
shall-be carried out in a manner approved by the department.

(4) All reasonable measures, including, where-if appropriate, the provision of shutoff
valves adjacent to storage tanks, catchment areas, relief vessels, or entrapment dikes,
must shall-be taken for containment of aay accidental losses of concentrated solutions,
acids, alkalies, salts, oils, or other polluting materials.

R 299.2956 As-built plans and specifications.

Rule 56. The owner of the sewerage system shall obtain and maintain reproducible as-
built plans and specifications that shieh-accurately describe the entire sewerage system
in its current condition.

R 299.2957 Operation and maintenance manual.

Rule 57. (1) The owner of a treatment facility shall prepare, or cause to be prepared, an
operation and maintenance manual for the treatment facility that-whieh must shali-be
used by the operator of the facility as a guide for facility operation and maintenance. The
manual must shati-describe the function, start-up, shutdown, and periodic maintenance
procedures for each unit process and item of mechanical and electrical equipment. The
appropriate responses or facility adjustments to minimize the impact of emergency
situations must shall-be described so as to facilitate rapid implementation of a correct
response during emergencies. A copy of the operation and maintenance manual must
shali-be submitted to the department for its review, approval, and filing 60 days before
the date of operation.

(2) If the department determines that an operation and maintenance manual is
incomplete or inadequate, it may return the manual to the owner of the treatment facility
with its findings and recommendations and request modification thereof. The owner of
the treatment facility shall modify and resubmit the manual to the department.
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R 299.2959 Emergency measures, reports to department.

Rule 59. (1) If a breakdown of a sewerage system or system component or aay-an
emergency situation results in the diversion from or bypass of facilities necessary for the
effective collection, transportation, or treatment of the wastes and in the discharge of
pollutants in excess of those authorized by a discharge permit issued by the department
under the act, then the system owner shall take all necessary measures to correct the
breakdown or emergency and eliminate or reduce the discharge of excessive pollutants.

(2) The owner of a sewerage system that discharges, or permits allows to be discharged,
excessive pollutant to the waters of the state as a result of a facility breakdown or
emergency shall notify the division promptly. The owner shall supplement the notice by a
written report filed with the division within 72 hours outlining the cause, its discovery,
and the corrective actions taken to minimize adverse impact to the waters of the this
state, restore facilities to operative condition, and eliminate the need for future diversion
or bypass. This rule does not supersede, rescind, or otherwise alter-any-other-another
existing or future procedure, rule, or statute pertaining to pollution of the waters of the
state.

R 299.2960 Enforcement.

Rule 60. A person svhe that violates this part is subject to the procedures and penalties
prescribed by the act or any-ether-another applicable law or rules of this state. If the
department has determined that a person has violated part 41 of the act, MCL
324.4101 to 324.4113, or these rules, the department may notify the alleged offender
of its determination and may require that person to enter an order, or the
department may follow the enforcement procedures and penalties prescribed by the
act or another applicable law or rule of this state, or both.

PART 5. HEARINGS

R 299.2971 Opportunity for hearings.

Rule 71. (1) A person whe that is aggrieved by an action undertaken under the act or
these rules may file a sworn petition with the department setting forth the grounds and
reasons for the his-er-her complaint or appeal and asking for a hearing before the
department. The department shall then fix the time and place for the hearing and notify
the petitioner of the time and place.-by-certified-mail: At the hearing, the petitioner and
any-other-interested party parties may appear, present witnesses, and submit evidence.
Following the hearing, the final decision or disposition of the case by the department is
conclusive unless reviewed in accordance with and subject to the administrative

We do not feel that additional State-mandated educational, experience, and
licensing requirements for collection system maintenance staff are necessary for our
community. The restrictive educational requirements would make it significantly more
difficult to hire staff to perform this vital work. Furthermore, any required certification
program would add additional costs to our maintenance overhead, shifting money away
from critical inspection and repair work.

Our Department of Public (Works / Services / Other) currently inspects, repairs, and tracks
work done on the sanitary collection system, with proven efficiency. Any additional
performance-tracking requirements will divert effort and budget away from the actual
collection system work.

CEMETERY ORDINANCE

An ordinance to protect the public health, safety and general welfare by establishing

regulations relating to the operation, control and management of cemeteries owned by
Columbia Charter Township, Jackson County, Michigan; To provide penalties for the
violation of said ordinances; And to repeal all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict

therewith.

Columbia Charter Township, Jackson County Michigan Ordains:

SECTION . TITLE

This ordinance shall be known and cited as the Columbia Charter Township Cemetery
Ordinance.

SECTION Il. DEFINITIONS OF CEMETERY LOTS AND BURIAL SPACES

A cemetery lot shall consist of burial spaces sufficient to accommodate two or

more burial spaces.
An adult burial space shall consist of a land area at least four feet wide and ten feet

in length.
Aninfant or stillborn space shall consist of a land area at least three feet wide and

SECTION llIl. SALE OF LOTS OR BURIAL SPACES

A.

Hereafter, cemetery lots or burial spaces shall be sold to residents of the Township
for the purpose of burial of such purchasers or their heirs at law or next of kin. No sale
shall be made to funeral directors or others than heretofore forth. The Township Clerk,
however, is granting the authority to vary the aforesaid restrictions on sales where
purchasers disclose sufficient personal reasons for burial within the Township
through previous residence in the Township, relationship to persons interred therein
or ownership of Township property. Sales to a non-resident shall be at a rate not less
than three times the price charged to residents.

All such sales shall be made on a burial rights certificate approved by the Township
Clerk, which grants the right of burial only and does not convey any other title to the
lot or burial space sold. Such certificate shall be executed by the Township Clerk.
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C. Burial rights may only be transferred to those persons eligible to be the original
purchaser of cemetery lots or burial spaces within the Township and may be effected
only by endorsement of an assignment of such burial permit upon the original burial
permit form issued by the Township Clerk, and entered upon the official records of
said Clerk. Upon such assignment, approval and record said Clerk shall issue a new
burial permit to the assignee and shall cancel and terminate upon such records, the

original permit thus assigned.
SECTION IV. PURCHASE PRICE AND TRANSFER FEES

A. Each adult burial space cost shall be determined by the Columbia Charter
Township Board of Trustees and established by resolution.

B. Each burial space cost for infants and stillbirths-wheretocatecHn-an-areaspeciatty
setaside-forsuchburiats shall be determined by the Columbia Charter Township
Board of Trustees and established by resolution.

C. Any transfer cost of one or more burial space from an original purchaser to a
qualified assignee shall be determined by the Columbia Charter Township Board of

Trustees and established by resolution.
b= The foregoing charges shall be paid to the Township Treasurer and-shattbe

depositecHnthe-cemetery-fund:
E. The Township Board, by resolution, may periodically alter the foregoing fees to
accommodate increased costs and need for reserve funds for cemetery

maintenance and acquisition.

SECTION V. GRAVE OPENING CHARGES

A. The grave opening and closing of any burial space, prior to and following a burial
therein, and including the internment of ashes, shall be a cost to be determined
from time to time by resolution of the Township Board, payable to the Township.

B. The cost for an opening and closing for burial shall be determined by the Columbia
Charter Township Board of Trustees and established by resolution. The cost for an
opening and closing for internment of ashes shall be determined by the Columbia
Charter Township Board of Trustees and established by resolution.

C. No burials spaces shall be opened and closed except under the direction and
control of the cemetery sexton. This provision shall not apply to proceedings for
the removal and re-internment of bodies and remains, which matters are under
the supervision of the local health department.

SECTION VI. MARKERS OR MEMORIALS
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A. All markers must be of stone or other equally durable composition.
B. Any large upright monuments must be located upon a suitable solid foundation to

maintain the same position.

C. Only one monument, marker or memorial shall be permitted per burial space,
except where a family monument may be used.

D. The footing or foundation upon which any monument, marker or memorial must
be placed and shall be constructed by the Township at a cost to the person
making the request, such cost to be determined by the Columbia Charter
Township Board of Trustees and established by resolution.

E. Allmonuments, headstones and markers will be owned by the purchasers; the
Township assumes no liability for the destruction or damage to any monument,

headstone or marker.
F. Markers/ Monuments height including foundation shall not exceed 36” and shall

not exceed 45” in length. Mausoleums are not allowed.

SECTION VII. INTERNMENT REGULATIONS

A.

Only one person may be buried as a traditional burial in a space except for a
mother and infant or 2 children buried at the same time. Ashes of one person
may be buried along with one traditional burial if there is space to allow burial:
to be determined by the person digging the grave.

All graves shall be located in an orderly and neat appearing manner within the
confines of the burial space involved.

Three cremains will be allowed in one single burial space if the cremains vaults
used for the internment of the ashes can be accommodated in the burial space.
Cremains must be in a vault and multiple urns must fit the vault size or be in
separate vaults.

The appropriate permit for the burial space involved, together with the
appropriate identification of the person to be buried therein, where necessary,
shall be presented to either the cemetery sexton or the Township Clerk prior to
internment. Where such permit has been lost or destroyed, the Township Clerk
shall be satisfied, from his or her records, that the person to be buried in the
space is an authorized and appropriate one before any internment is
commenced or completed.

Not less than 48-hours’ notice shall be given in advance of any time of funeral to
allow for the opening of the burial space.

No pets will be allowed to be buried in the cemetery.
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SECTION Vill. GROUND MAINTENANCE

A.

No grading, leveling or excavating upon a burial space shall be allowed without
the permission of the cemetery sexton or the Township Clerk.

No flowers, shrubs, trees or vegetation of any type shall be planted without the
approval of the cemetery sexton or the Township Clerk. Any of the foregoing items
planted without such approval may be removed by the Township or the cemetery
sexton.

The Township Board reserves the right to remove or trim any tree, plant or shrub
located within the cemetery in the interest of maintaining proper appearance and

the use of the cemetery.
Mounds which hinder the free use of a lawn mower or other gardening apparatus

are prohibited.

The cemetery sexton shall have the right and authority to remove and dispose of
any and all growth, emblems, displays or containers therefore that through
decay, deterioration, damage or otherwise become unsightly, a source of litter or
a maintenance problem.

Surfaces other than earth or sod are prohibited. No hard landscaping such as
landscape stones, benches, anything that would interfere with maintenance of

the cemetery.

SECTION IX. FORFEITURE OF VACANT CEMETERY LOTS OR BURIAL SPACES

CEMETERY LOTS OR BURIAL SPACES SOLD AFTER THE EFFECTIVE DATE

OF THIS ORDINANCE AND REMAINING VACANT FOR 50 YEARS FROM THE DATE OF THEIR
SALE AUTOMATICALLY REVERT TO THE TOWNSHIP UPON THE OCCURANCE OF THE

FOLLOWING EVENTS:

A. Notice shall be sent by the Township Clerk by first class mail to the last known

address of the last owner of record informing him or her of the expiration of the
50 year period and that all rights with respect to said lots or burial spaces will be
forfeited if he or she does not affirmatively indicate in writing to the Township
Clerk within 60 days from the date of the mailing of the written notice his or her
desire to retain said burial rights.
