AMENDED AND RESTATED
ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
FOR SOUTH CENTRAL MICHIGAN UTILITY AUTHORITY

These Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation are adopted by the incorporating
municipalities under the provisions of Act 233 of the Public Acts of Michigan of 1955, as
amended ("Act 233") to amend in certain respects and restate in full the Articles of Incorporation
originally adopted in 2000 and 2001 by the Townships of Leoni, Napoleon, Columbia and
Norvell, the Charter Townships of Blackman and Grass Lake and the Villages of Grass Lake and
Brooklyn, each of which are located in Jackson County, Michigan, which originally established
the Leoni Regional Utility Authority (the "Original Articles of Incorporation") to add the
Township of Sylvan and the Township of Lyndon, each of which is located in Washtenaw
County, Michigan, the Township of Hanover, and the Township of Liberty, each of which are
located in Jackson County, Michigan, the Township of Cambridge, which is located in Lenawee
County, Michigan, as additional constituent members, and to change the name of the Authority
from the Leoni Regional Utility Authority to the South Central Michigan Utility Authority.

ARTICLE I
NAME OF AUTHORITY

The name of the Authority is the SOUTH CENTRAL MICHIGAN UTILITY
AUTHORITY ("Authority"). The registered and principal office of the Authority will be located
at 8401 Page Avenue, Jackson, Michigan 49201, or at such other location(s) in Jackson County,
Michigan, as the Commission shall determine from time to time.

ARTICLE 11
MUNICIPALITIES CREATING AUTHORITY

The names of the municipalities creating this Authority are the Townships of Leoni,
Napoleon, Columbia, Norvell, Hanover and Liberty, the Charter Township of Grass Lake and the
Villages of Grass Lake and Brooklyn, each of which are located in Jackson County, Michigan
(together, the "Constituent Municipalities” and each a "Constituent Municipality").

ARTICLE III
PURPOSE OF AUTHORITY

The purpose of this Authority is to acquire, own, construct, improve, enlarge, extend,
maintain and operate sewage disposal systems in accordance with the authorization of Act 233

or any other applicable State law.

ARTICLE IV
BODY CORPORATE, TERRITORY, POWERS

This Authority is a municipal authority and a public body corporate with the power to sue
and be sued in any court of this State. It shall be comprised of all of the territory embraced within
the corporate boundaries of its Constituent Municipalities. It shall possess all of the powers
granted by statute and by these Articles, and those incident thereto. The enumeration of any
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powers herein shall not be construed as a limitation upon its general powers unless the context
shall clearly indicate such. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Authority shall not have
jurisdiction over those portions of a Constituent Municipality which are currently, or may in the
future be, served by sewage disposal services from a source other than the Wastewater Treatment
Facility, including without limitation those portions of the Charter Township of Blackman and
the Township of Napoleon which currently receive sewage disposal services from the City of
Jackson, those portions of the Township of Lyndon which currently receive sewage disposal
services from the Sylvan Township Water and Sewer Authority and those portions of the
Townshlp of Cambridge and the Township of Norvell, which currently receive sewage disposal
services from Lenawee County. For the sake of clarity, a Constituent Municipality shall not be
limited to the Wastewater Treatment Facility as the sole option for sewage disposal services for
lands not served by public sanitary sewers (the "Presently Unserved Lands") as of the Effective
Date of these Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation and each Constituent Municipality
shall have the right, in the exercise of its discretion, to provide sewage disposal services to
Presently Unserved Lands pursuant to appropriate contracts or agreements with the South Central
Utility Authority or any other entity with respect to an available and duly licensed wastewater -

treatment facility.

The Authority may:

A. Adopt bylaws for the regulation of its affairs and the conduct of its business.

B. Adopt an official seal and alter the seal at pleasure.
C. Sue and be sued in its own name, plead and be impleaded.
D. Determine the location of any project constructed by the Authority under the

provisions of Act 233, and to determine, in its discretion and without reference to any other
provisions of Act 233 or any other law, the design standards, and the materials of construction,
and construct, maintain, repair and/or operate any project constructed by the Authority or for
which the Authority is responsible by contract with one or more Constituent Municipalities to

administer, manage, operate, maintain and/or own.

E. Maintain an office at such place or places within its territory as it may designate,

F. Issue bonds of the Authority for any of its corporate purposes under such means
as may be provided in Act 233 or Act 94 or other Michigan law.

G. Adopt and promulgate rules and regulations for the use of any project constructed
by the Authority or for which the Authority is responsible by contract with one or more
Constituent Municipalities to administer, manage, operate, maintain and/or own. The Authority
shall adopt such rules and regulations by resolution of its Commission and with concurrence by
resolution of each of the Constituent Municipalities. After adoption of the resolution and
concurrence by each of the Constituent Municipalities, a notice of the resolution and the rules
and regulations, adopted by the resolution, or a summary of the rules and regulations, shall be
published in a newspaper of general circulation within the territory encompassed by the Authority
and within any territory furnished service by the Authority by contract pursuant to Article XIII.
The rules and regulations shall become effective 30 days after the date of publication of the notice
and the rules and regulations, or the summary of the rules and regulations, as the case may be.
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H. Acquire, hold, and dispose of real and personal property in the exercise of its
powers and the performance of its duties under Act 233 or any other applicable State law.

L In general, and subject to such limitations and conditions as are or may be
prescribed by law, to exercise such powers which now are or hereafter may be conferred by law
upon an authority organized pursuant to Act 233, as amended from time-to-time, and for the
foregoing purposes and all those powers incident thereto.

ARTICLE V
INTENT OF CONSTITUENT MUNICIPALITIES

It is the express intent of the Constituent Municipalities that:

A. The Authority shall initially provide administrative oversight for the administration,
management, operation and maintenance of various sewage disposal systems, including the
collection systems and the Wastewater Treatment Facility located in and owned by the
Constituent Municipalities in accordance with the terms of mutually acceptable contracts adopted
by the Authority and the Constituent Municipalities which own such systems by legal or equitable

title;

B. Initially, the Authority shall not own any portion of the Constituent Municipalities'
sewage disposal systems;

C. Any or all of the Constituent Municipalities may, but shall not be required to,
consider having the Authority own sewage disposal systems in accordance with the terms of
mutually acceptable contracts adopted by the Authority and the Constituent Municipalities which

own said systems by legal or equitable title;

D. The Authority shall have oversight on the expansion of sanitary sewage disposal
systems located in the Constituent Municipalities and served by the Wastewater Treatment
Facility by reviewing and approving the compatibility of the proposed infrastructure with the
existing infrastructure which will be connected to the proposed infrastructure, including capacity

and pertinent design and engineering considerations; and

E. The Authority shall retain common consultants, including engineers, attorneys
and financial advisors, with regard to the sanitary sewage disposal systems, with respect to which
the Authority is contractually obligated to administer, manage, operate, maintain and/or own.

F.  Areas served by the Wastewater Treatent Facility are geographically
dispersed and served by different components of collection system infrastructure. When
the Authority owns any sewage disposal collection system, or portions thereof, it shall
allocate and charge costs for construction, operation, maintenance, repair, and replacement
of the various components of collection system infrastructure to the users of those
componenis of collection system infrastructure, users being those whose wastewater flows
through those components of collection system infrastructure. For further clarity, it is the
intent of the Authority that costs be borne by those who directly benefit from the use of the
components of collection system infrastrucutre, not to aggregate and consolidate costs in
order to disiribute combined costs across the entire community of users who send
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wastewater to the Wastewater Treatment Facility. The Wastewater Treatment Facility
serves all of the users vvhese wastewater is treated by the Wastewater Treatmeni Facility
and the Authority shall allocate and charge costs for consiruction, operation, maintenance,
repair, and replacement of the Wastewater Treatment Facility accordingly.

ARTICLE VI
DURATION OF AUTHORITY

This Authority shall continue in existence in perpetuity or until dissolved by act of the
Constituent Municipalities or by law; provided, however, that the Authority shall not be dissolved
if such dissolution could operate as an impairment of any of the Authority's contracts or

obligations or bonds or notes.
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ARTICLE VII
FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the Authority shall commence on the first day of January and end on
the last day of December of each calendar year. The initial fiscal year of the Authority shall
commence on the effective date of the incorporation of this Authority and end on the next

following December 31.

ARTICLE VIII
COMMISSION AND OFFICERS

The governing body of the Authority shall be a Commission consisting currently of nine
(9) members, which shall be made up of the Presidents, Supervisors or Managers of each
Constituent Municipality or their designees. Each Constituent Municipality shall also designate
a member of its legislative body or other designee as an alternate Commissioner, who shall
exercise all powers of that municipality’s Commissioner in his or her absence or disability;
provided, however, that any designee must be either an elected official or municipal employee
for the community to be represented. Each Commissioner shall qualify by taking the
constitutional oath of office and filing it with his or her respective Village or Township Clerk.
The alternate Commissioner shall be designated by the legislative bodies of the Constituent
Municipalities at the time of the adoption of these Articles of Incorporation and shall thereafter
also take the constitutional oath of office. Successor alternate Commissioners shall be designated
by the legislative bodies of the respective Constituent Municipalities before the first day of
January after the election of the legislative body. In the case of temporary absence or disability
of any Commissioner, the alternate Commissioner from that municipality shall act in his or her

stead.

The Commission shall meet for the annual organizational meeting held on the first
business day of January of each year or as otherwise set by the Commission. If a regularly
scheduled organizational meeting must be postponed (e.g., due to inclement weather), the annual
organizational meeting shall occur at the same time and place the following week, or such other
time as may be reasonably satisfactory to all Commission members or their alternates. At such
organizational meeting the Commission shall select a Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson, who
shall be members of the Commission, and a Secretary and a Treasurer, who may but need not be
members of the Commission. The Commission may also appoint an assistant secretary and
assistant treasurer who shall not be required to be members of the Commission. Such officers
shall serve until the organizational meeting of the following year, or until their respective
successors shall be selected and qualify. No appointment to the Commission and no selection of
an officer of the Commission shall be deemed to be invalid because it was not made within or at
the time specified in these Articles. The Commissioners shall serve without compensation.

The members of the Commission and such officers thereof who also are members of the
Commission shall be paid no compensation by the Authority except as may be authorized from
time to time in writing by all of the Constituent Municipalities; provided, however, that the
Commission may authorize the payment of the actual expenditures of any member or officer
incurred in connection with the business of the Authority. A Constituent Municipality may, in its
discretion, compensate its appointed Commission members for meetings attended in its

discretion.
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The members of the Comrhission shall serve at the pleasure of the legislative body of the
appointing Constituent Municipality and may be removed at any time, with or without cause, by
the legislative body of the appointing Constituent Municipality.

ARTICLE IX
VACANCIES ON THE COMMISSION

In the event of a vacancy on the Commission, the legislative body of the Constituent
Municipality selecting such Commissioner shall fill the vacancy for the unexpired term. In the
event of a vacancy in any office of the Commission, such vacancy shall be filled by the
Commission for the unexpired term. In case of the temporary absence or disability of any officer,
the Commission may appoint some person temporarily to act in their stead, except that in the
event of the temporary absence or disability of the Chairperson, the Vice-Chairperson shall so

act.

ARTICLE X
MEETINGS, QUORUM, VOTING, RULES, BYLAWS, MINUTES, NOTICES

Meetings of the Commission shall be held at such time and place as shall be prescribed
by resolution of the Commission and shall be open to the public. Special meetings of the
Commission may be called by the Chairperson or any five Commissioners, by serving written
notice of the time, place and purpose thereof, upon each Commissioner, personally, by e-mail or
by leaving it at his or her office or place of residence, at least twenty-four hours prior to the time
of such meeting, or by depositing same in a United States Post Office or mail box within the
geographic limits of the Authority, at least seventy-two hours prior to the time of such meeting,
enclosed in a sealed envelope properly addressed to him or her at his or her home or office
address, with postage fully prepaid. Special meetings of the Commission at which all members
are present, or which all absent members receive notice, shall be deemed to be valid even though

no written notice thereof may be given as above specified.

A majority of the Commission, currently five (5) members, shall be required for a quorum.
The Commission shall act by motion, resolution or ordinance. The Commission shall, whenever
possible, arrive at a consensus position on any matter coming before it, without the need for a
formal vote. Each Commissioner shall be entitled to one (1) vote on all matters coming before
the Authority and provided further that in the event a Constituent Municipality fails to timely pay
its allocated share of any financial obligation owed to the Authority (a "default"), the
Commissioner representing that Constituent Municipality shall lose the right to vote on any issue
coming before the Authority until the default is cured by payment in full of the financial
obligation; provided, however, that if the Constituent Municipality has a good faith dispute as to
the amount of its financial obligation, has paid the undisputed amount and has initiated the dispute
resolution process adopted by the Authority, as to the disputed amount , then it shall continue to
be entitled to vote during the proceeding of the dispute resolution process. Each matter coming
before the Commission shall be decided by a majority vote of a quorum of the Commissioners,

except as provided below.

The following issues shall require a vote of at least sixty-six (66%) percent of the vote of
all Members of the Commission:

A. Amendment of the Bylaws.

B.  Retention of independent contractors, management personnel, consultants, and/or
professionals, including accountants, attorneys and engineers.

C. Issuance of bonds.
D. Approval of services to non-Constituent Municipalities.
E. Execution of any contract wherein contractual payments are to be pledged as

security for bonds.

F. Assumption of any financial obligations of any Constituent Municipality.

G. Cost allocation for any Constituent Municipality for capital improvements.
H. Adoption of Rules and Regulations of the Authority and amendments thereto.

Amendment of the Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation of the Authority shall
require a unanimous vote of all Members of the Commission and compliance with Act 233.

The Constituent Municipalities hereby determine that the Authority shall initially be
created to provide administration, operation and maintenance services for sanitary sewer systems
which serve portions (to a greater or lesser degree) of the Constituent Municipalities and transport
wastewater to the Leoni Township wastewater treatment facility the (“Wastewater Treatment

Facility”) for treatment.

The Commission shall have the right to adopt rules and bylaws governing its procedure
which are not in conflict with the terms of any statute or of these Amended and Restated Articles
of Incorporation. The Commission shall keep a journal of its proceedings, which shall be signed
by the Secretary. All votes shall be recorded in the meeting minutes which shall reflect how each

Commissioner voted.

The Commission shall comply with the requirements of the Open Meetings Act, being
Act No. 267 of the Public Acts of Michigan of 1976, as amended.

ARTICLE XI
OFFICERS' DUTIES, BONDS, FUNDS, BUDGET

The Chairperson of the Commission shall be the presiding officer. In the absence or
disability of the Chairperson, the Vice-Chairperson shall perform the duties of the Chairperson.
The Secretary shall be the recording officer of the Commission. The Treasurer shall be custodian
of the funds of the Authority. All officers of the Authority shall give to it a bond conditioned

“upon the faithful performance of the duties of his or her office, the cost of said bonds to be borne

by the Authority.

All monies shall be deposited in a financial institution(s) to be designated by the
Commission, and all checks or other forms of withdrawal therefrom shall be signed by the
Treasurer and one (1) other officer of the Authority, or as the Commission may by resolution
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authorize. All monies shall be deposited and invested in accordance with the requirements of
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applicable State and Federal law. The officers of the Commission shall have such other powers
and duties as may be conferred upon them by the Commission.

The Commission, in accordance with the requirements of Act 2 of the Public Acts of
Michigan of 1968, as amended, shall prepare and adopt an annual budget setting forth the
estimated revenues and proposed expenditures for each year for the operation of the Authority.

After adoption, the Commission shall transmit a copy of the annual budget to its
Constituent Municipalities.

ARTICLE XlI
PROPERTY ACQUISITION

The Authority may acquire property by purchase, construction, lease, gift, devise or
condemnation, either within or without its corporate limits, and may hold, manage, control, sell,
exchange or lease such property. For the purpose of condemnation, the Authority may proceed
under the provision of Act 149 of the Public Acts of Michigan of 1911, as amended, Act 87 of
the Public Acts of Michigan of 1980, as amended, or any other statute which grants to any
municipality or public body the authority to acquire private property for public use.

ARTICLE XIII
CONTRACTS

The Authority and its Constituent Municipalities may enter into any contract or contracts
relative to the acquisition, construction, purchase, financing, improvement, enlargement,
extension, operation, maintenance, administration and management of sewage disposal systems,

as authorized by Act 233 or any other applicable State law.

The Authority may also enter into contracts with any non-Constituent Municipality, as
authorized and provided for in Act 233, for the furnishing of sewer service to or from any facilities
operated by the Authority, in connection with the financing of any such facilities. Any charges or
rates specified in such a contract shall be subject to change by the Authority from time-to-time if
necessary to meet its obligations. The charges or rates to a non-Constituent Municipality may be
greater than or equal to those to the Constituent Municipalities. No contracts shall be for a period

exceeding forty (40) years, unless authorized by law.

ARTICLE XIV
BONDS

For the purpose of obtaining funds for the acquisition, construction, purchase,
improvement, enlargement, extension or financing of a sewage disposal system or any other
authorized improvement, the Authority may, upon ordinance or resolution duly adopted by the
Commission, issue its negotiable bonds in accordance with the provisions of Act 233, secured in
the manner provided by Act 233 including, without limitation, (a) by the contractual full faith
and credit pledges of each contracting municipality, (b) by the revenues of the said system or
service, or () in part by said full faith and credit pledges and in part by said revenues.

The Authority may issue self-liquidating revenue bonds in accordance with the provisions
of Act 94, Public Acts of Michigan, 1933, as amended, being Sections 141.101 to 141.139,
inclusive, of the Compiled Laws of 1948, or any other act or statute providing for the issuance of
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revenue bonds, which bonds shall be payable solely from the revenues of the sewage disposal.
The charges specified in any contract or contracts securing said bonds shall be subject to increase
by the Authority at any time if necessary in order to provide funds to meet its obligations. Any
contract authorized herein shall be for a period of not exceeding forty (40) years.

ARTICLE XV
PERSONNEL

The Authority may employ such personnel and employees as it may consider desirable,
and may retain from time-to-time the services of attorneys, engineers, and other independent

contractors and may fix the compensation therefor.

ARTICLE XVI
ANNUAL AUDIT

The Authority shall cause an annual audit to be made of its financial transactions by a
certified public accountant and shall furnish at least one (1) copy thereof to each Constituent

Municipality.

ARTICLE XVII
AMENDED AND RESTATED ARTICLES OF
INCORPORATION — PUBLICATION AND FILING

These adopted Amended and Restated Articles shall be published once in the newspapers
of general circulation within the limits of the territory encompassed by the Authority. One (1)
printed copy of such adopted Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation, certified as a true
copy thereof, with the date and place of publication, shall be filed with the Michigan Secretary
of State and the County Clerk of the County of Jackson, which is hereby determined to be the
County within which the major portion of the territory lying within the Constituent Municipalities
is located, within thirty (30) days after the execution thereof has been completed.

The Secretary of the Authority Commission shall cause these adopted Amended and
Restated Articles of Incorporation to be published, certified and filed as aforesaid.

ARTICLE XVl
EFFECTIVE DATES OF INCORPORATION OF AUTHORITY AND
AMENDED AND RESTATED ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

The original incorporation of the Leoni Regional Utility Authority became effective upon
the filing of certified copies of the Original Articles of Incorporation on March 22, 2001 with the
County Clerk of the County of Jackson and the Secretary of State.

The Original Articles of Incorporation shall remain in full force and effect in accordance
with the terms of the Original Articles of Incorporation until these Amended and Restated Articles
of Incorporation have been duly adopted by each of the Constituent Municipalities listed in Article
II and these Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation have been published and filed in
accordance with Article XVII of these Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation.

These Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation shall be effective upon the filing
of certified copies of these Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation as provided in the

:
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preceding Article XVII and thereafter shall replace and supersede the Original Articles of
Incorporation in their entirety.

ARTICLE XIX
AMENDMENT, ADDITION OF OTHER MUNICIPALITIES

These Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation may be amended at any time so
as to permit any municipality, as defined in Act 233, to become a member and constituent part of
the Authority, if such amendment to the Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation is
adopted by the legislative body of such municipality proposing to become a member and
constituent part and if such amendment is adopted by the legislative bodies of each Constituent

Municipality of which the Authority is composed.

Other amendments may be made to these articles at any time if adopted by the legislative
body of each Constituent Municipality of which the Authority is then composed. Any such
amendment shall be endorsed, published and certified, and printed copies thereof filed in the same
manner as these Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation.

These Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation have been adopted by the
incorporating municipalities, as hereinafter set forth in the following endorsements, and in
witness whereof the chief elected officer and clerk of each Constituent Municipality have

endorsed thereon the statement of such adoption.

“+  Staff Analysis: The property has never been developed into a particular use other than vacant
agricultural land which is wooded/forest. The property recently underwent a change in ownership
to the current property owner. The current property owner intends to develop the property with
a business including a large building (10,000 sq. ft.) for the purpose of operating a business for
maintenance and light repair work for trucks and equipment. The current Columbia Charter
Township Zoning Ordinance defines such use as 'Vehicle Service and Repair Shop’. This use is a
permitted use by-right in the (I-1) Light Industrial Zoning District but also allowed as a Special
Land Use in the C-3 Highway Service Commercial Zoning District.

2) What is the impact of the zoning district change on the ability of the Township and other
governmental agencies to provide adequate public services and facilities, and/or programs that might
reasonably be required in the future if the proposed zoning district change is adopted?

“* Staff Analysis: There is municipal sewer available at the road to connect into. The site will be on
well water, pending permits obtained from the Jackson County Health Department. A driveway
permit would need to be obtained from the Jackson County Dept. of Transportation upon site
plan review procedures. There is minimal effect on public services and facilities with the proposed
change, however connection to public services will be reviewed when a site plan review is
initiated or applied for at the Township.

3) Wil the petitioned district change adversely affect the value of the surrounding property?
< Staff Analysis: The proposed change is not consistent with the current Township Master Plan. The

parcel as part of this application involves one surrounding parcel which is zoned the same (I-1), all
other parcels are zoned as AG. Making a change to the Zoning Map for Columbia Township could
affect the value of the surrounding property. The surrounding parcels of land have not been
developed for any commercial or industrial uses. Although the parcel to the north is zoned Light
industrial, this parcel has yet to be developed with a compliant use. Re-zoning another parcel in
this section of the Township that is vacant to Industrial could leave greater impacts on the
surrounding or nearby residential community.

4) s the site’s environmental features compatible with the host of uses permitted in the proposed
district, and will development under the petitioned district change be likely to adversely affect
environmental conditions?
< staff Analysis: The property does not have any known extraordinary environmental features,

however, it has always been vacant undeveloped land. The impact on the surrounding
environment may be affected by this zoning change. Some of the permitted and special land uses
that could be developed on Light Industrial zoned parcels could leave great effect on the
surrounding environment, however each use will require careful consideration of the site plan
proposed with such new use.

5) Can the subject parcel comply with all requirements of the proposed zoning classification?

% Staff Analysis: The 30-acre parcel immediately to the north is currently zoned as Light Industrial
(i-1), however is vacant, and has not been developed with any industrial use. Both parcels to the
east and south of the subject property are zoned as Agricultural (AG), however both parcels are
vacant. The property across the highway (Meridian Rd./US-127), to the west of the subject
property, are zoned currently as Agricultural (AG) in Liberty Township. There are a couple of
dwellings and a daycare across US-127 in Liberty Township. The change would not be consistent
with surrounding uses, the current surrounding development is lightly mixed with agricultural
related, large lot residential parcels, and some small-scale commercial developments.

8) Does the petitioned district change generally comply with the Master Plan?

**  Staff Analysis: No; The proposed change is not consistent with the current Township Master Plan.
The Future Land Use Map as described in the Township Master Plan indicates that property along
US-127 (Meridian Road) on the border of Columbia Charter Township shall be Mixed-Use. The
Master Plan further describes Mixed-Use to include these Zoning Districts: RS, RM, C-1, C-2, and
C-3, as summarized in this report on page 3. The application is to rezone the property from AG to
I-1, which Light Industrial is not described as an acceptable zoning district in the Mixed-Use

Recommendation

Staff recommends the Planning Commission discuss all necessa
Amendment within Article 17.

Staff recommends consideration of a more desirable zoning district for the parcel located on Meridian Road
{US-127) (Parce! ID: 000-19-31-151-001-03). It is recommended to rezone the parcel from Agricultural (AG) to
Highway Service Commercial (C-3), instead of Light Industrial (I-1). The use indicated in the application from the
property owner would be compatible within the C-3 Zoning District, as well as compatible to the current
Columbia Charter Township Master-Plan. The decision to rezone the property does not guarantee approval of
any site plan or special land use for the property. The owner of the property would still be required to submit a
complete application for site plan review (See ZO Article 14) for permitted uses, or site plan review for special
land use approval (See ZO Article 15). The Township Planning Commission and Township Board should review
the application carefully and understand if this zoning change is approved as requested, please consider all

allowed use that are permitted by-right and special land uses that could be allowed in each zoning district, (See

Article 3, Tables 3-2 and 3-3, or pages 4-6 of this report). Considering the current Township Zoning Map, there
are several other vacant parcels within the Township limits that are already zoned for Light Industrial.

The request shall be fully reviewed by the Planning Commission and Township Board, by determining whether
this Zoning Map Amendment meets the standards of the Zoning Ordinance. The Planning Commission shall
provide a recommendation to the Township Board for this request to re-zone the parcel.

The Columbia Township sewer department bas depleted its stock of Control Panels compatible with the Keen
Barnes style pumps. We now use these for all new installations. These replacement control panels are a critical
component of the sewer system and must be readily available in an emergency where the pump has failed. Due
to the lead time necessary to acquire these pumps it is important to maintain an adequate supply.

We solicited quotes for replacement style control panels from Solberg Knowles (Barnes), Keen, and Kennedy
for pricing. Both Solberg and Kennedy were able to quote the existing style while Keen has developed a new

style of control panel that is compatible with the new Barnes pump systems. As shown on the attached quotes
the pricing for these items is affected by the quantity. For comparison’s sake we looked at the quotes for

twenty-five (25) units.
The breakdown of the prices for (25) Control-Panels are:

Solberg Knowles:  (25) @ $1,314.07 = $33,486.63 (inc. freight)
Jet: (25) @ $1,375.38 = $34,384.50 (inc. freight)
Kennedy: (25) @ $2,183.00 = $54,575.00 (inc. freight)

We have been extremely satisfied with the performance and ease of installation of the Keen E-One pumps,
and these newly designed control panels are perfectly matched with this system and was custom designed to
include all the components we need including an overload alarm. While this is not the lowest cost, I believe
Jor an additional $1,100 in total, it is the best value to serve our customers. Therefore, it is my
recommendation that the Columbia Charter Township Board approve the quote from Jett Pump and Valve
JSor (25) KCG-16-21S-Al-JP Control Panels at a total cost of 34,384.50 including freight, and further
authorize the Municipal Services Director to carry out and complete the acquisition.
